♦ Completed application – Questions 4 – 8 must be typed. 
♦ Answer 1 of the 3 essay questions - must be typed and DOUBLE spaced. All essays must be 

 original.  Any previously published material must be used in quotes.  
♦ A minimum of 2 letters of recommendation – maximum of 4 (excludes family members) 
♦ Transcripts showing “C” average or better 
♦ List of schools applied to and provide any acceptance letters
